Hello! my name is Jessica Kantra and | am a missionary with an organization called
Biking for Babies. As a missionary with them, | seek to promote a culture of life by
riding my bike over 600 miles in one week. This year, over 80 missionaries will be

riding on one of eight different routes, finishing in either St. Louis, MO or
Woashington DC. As for myself, | will be leading a team from
Columbus, OH to our Nation's Capital.

As we train & ride, we strive to raise awareness for pregnancy resource centers
(PRCS). PRCs are places where women experiencing unplanned or crisis pregnancies can go to find
support, free medical care (such as ultra sounds/checkups), supplies, counseling and more. Some PRCs
even continue to work with these women for up to 3 years following the birth of their child in an effort
to help them transition into life with a child with as little stress as possible.

Part of my job & the mission of Biking for Babies is to fundraise for our specific PRC so that they can
continue providing women with extraordinary care, enabling them to feel confident choosing life over
death.
